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Bring all data to the meeting (ER / RR, IEP, PSN, Invite to meeting – have parent sign if they did not return a signed copy before the meeting) 

Resources: PSSA information, websites to help with reinforcement, Edline information, Tutoring information, summer camp information if you have any, & any other pertinent information
Individualize – make sure that you are writing the paperwork to match that particular student. Make sure that you are using he if the student is a boy and she is the student is a girl. (Common sense but it does happen) Double check to make sure that the information is for that particular student only!
Describe – SDI (specially designed instruction) that works for that student.  Only put in what is necessary – do not include a laundry list.  Think of how you feel when you get this list. 

Grade level requirements- What are the requirements to move to the next grade?  Has the student met them, what 
does the student need to do and / or continue to work on?
Enter – Measureable Standard aligned goals that fit student need(s). Rule of thumb each student should have no more than 

3 – 5 goals per IEP.
